Township Officials
Gather For 86th
Annual Convention
Whitetail health, library
construction and open
space among topics

From open space and the health

of the white-tailed deer population
to aging matters, local township of-
ficials were updated Monday on a
multitude of ongoing topics affect-
ing the operation of their munici-
palities and the well-being of their
residents.

Greg Reineke of the Conserva-
tion District was one of 17 speakers
to take the podium at the Sideling
Hill Christian Church dining hall
during the Fulton County Associa-
tion of Township Officials’ 86th an-
nual convention hosted on Colum-
bus Day. Continuing his plea for
preserving open space locally,
Reineke reminded those on hand
numerous methods are available to
preserve the rural feel in Fulton
County. In a supplement to subdi-
vision ordinances and zoning, pro-
grams such as Clean and Green and
Farmland Preservation also offer
landowners alternative methods to
saving their open land for future
generations.

“These things can happen if
we’re careful with our planning,”
said Reineke, who also spoke briefly
on illegal dumping, recycling, tire
cleanups and household hazardous
waste. Reineke along with Steve
Thomas of the planning office pre-
sented township officials with in-
formation related to Greenways
and the county’s joint comprehen-
sive plan.

According to the goals and ob-
jectives identified by the joint plan,
preservation and enhancement of
the mix of rural and natural land-
scapes and uses is a must when
looking forward to the next 10 to 15
years. In addition, a diversity of
businesses must also be attracted
and maintained, and local assets
such as existing employment op-
portunities, natural resources and a
well-trained workforce must be cap-
italized on. Furthermore, a com-
prehensive networking of parks,

recreation, open space and green-
way areas must be completed to
meet the active and passive recre-
ation needs of current and future
residents.

As a follow-up to Reineke’s com-
ments on recreation, program di-
rector Chanin Mountz of the Fulton
County Parks and Recreation Com-
mission shared with the township
officials a rundown of activities al-
ready conducted and to be held
during 2008. In addition to hiking
and biking, the commission has also
been instrumental in holding sev-
eral popular children’s camps deal-
ing with nature and wrestling as
well as a well-received women’s self-
defense course.

Municipalities currently serving
as member townships on the com-
mission include Ayr, Dublin, Licking
Creek, McConnellsburg Borough,
Thompson and Todd townships.
The remaining townships were
urged to become members in ex-
change for a 25-cent-per-capita fee.
All residents of member townships,
in turn, receive a discounted regis-
tration fee, Mountz concluded.

In other outdoor-related mat-
ters, Fulton County Wildlife Con-
servation Officer Kevin Mountz
elaborated on the current status of
chronic wasting disease (CWD) in
the commonwealth. Mountz stated
even though CWD has not been de-
tected locally, it has been found as
close as 25 miles south of Fulton
County’s border. Random testing,
according to Mountz, is being com-
pleted in Fulton and Bedford coun-
ties utilizing road kill and hunter-
harvested deer.

Mountz related frost has already
hit the county, especially in the
northern area, and should be
enough to ward off any outbreaks of
blue tongue disease, also known as
EHD, in the deer herd. EHD was
present in the county last year, but
not in severe quantities.

Feral pigs are beginning to be-
come a “real concern” in the mu-
nicipality of Union Township where
numerous sightings have occurred.
The pigs, Mountz stated, should be

Fire com-
pany member Morris Crouse is in
charge of the potpie and his wife,

Charlotte, shared this secret – the
potpie dough is made with eggs,
mashed potatoes, flour and water –
somewhat of a variation on the usual
recipe. But, “that’s what makes it so
fluffy,” Charlotte says. Don’t wait
until too late on Saturday to verify
the fluffiness because they sell out
and they have to get ready to go
again at 3:00 p.m. with a chicken bar-
becue. If your potpie has left you
wanting for more, you can get –
chicken served with baked beans,
macaroni salad, dinner roll and
dessert. 

Once again, the kitchen will be
open at 4:30 p.m. on Saturday
evening to prepare for Open Stage,
a very popular company event for
area performers that will begin at
6:00 p.m. The company hosts sev-
eral of these events each year and
have about 150-225 people in at-
